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Winter Service

We recommend that you carry out the following checks to your Biland motor before the new season begins:

Cam Belt & Pulley

From late 2005 Biland are fitting a new cam belt pulley to the engines.  The new pulley is slightly wider than the old one and is silver in colour.  It is not essential to replace your old pulley but it is recommended.

Remove your cam belt cover carefully making sure that the spacer washers inside the cover remain in their original position.  Inspect the belt for any signs of wear or damage.  If any are present the belt should be replaced.  This is a job that can be carried out by yourselves but if in any doubt please let us carry it out as a mistake could be very expensive.
If the belt is in good condition check the tension (see photo).  If it needs adjusting, which it probably will, slacken the Nylock nut on the tension pulley and remove the nut.  Although this is a Nylock nut we strongly suggest that you put Loctite on the nut as security.  It is possible for the tension pulley to swing over or under the stud.  It is important that it goes over.  Tighten the pulley and recheck the belt to check the correct tension.  As a safeguard line up the chamfered spline on the crank shaft pulley with the mark on the crank cases and check that the centre punch mark on the back of the cam pulley (visible through the hole in the stainless steel cam cover) is lined up with the mark on the rocker cover.  Remember that the cam pulley does 1 revolution to every 2 crank pulley revs.
Battery

If your battery has been left in a cold garage anything other than fully charged it may well be damaged.  Charge it now before your first outing and check that it will start your engine.

If you have a volt meter a fully charged battery should read at least 12.8v.  If it does, check it again after a few days.  If it’s dropped significantly then it needs replacing.

Oil

We recommend changing the oil every 2 hours of use.  We would also recommend changing it if your kart was stored for a few months with no use.  Use only a top quality fully synthetic 10/50 oil.
Water / Antifreeze

We recommend you use 50/50 water and antifreeze including throughout the summer months.

Clutch

If you have the tools and the ability we suggest removing your clutch, checking the shoes for wear, cleaning and greasing the pivots and checking or replacing the rubbers.  Check and replace, if necessary, the bearing in the drum and replace, if necessary, the drive sprocket.  Remember to lubricate the bush in the drive sprocket with some chain lube on reassembly.

Spark Plugs

We normally expect a set of plugs to last a season.  If yours have done this it would be prudent to change them and put the old ones in your tool box as spares.

Water Pump Pulley

On older motors, pre 2004, we suggest that you check the water pump pulley as some plastic pulleys become detached from the bush onto which they are bonded.  If in doubt replace it.

General

When your motor has done 100 hours we suggest you return it to us and we will remove the cylinder head and check and set the valve clearances.  

We can of course carry out any of the above works for you if you wish.
If you are competent and confident do it.  If not DON’T!
